In the future, The Walkers’ goals are to continue to be on the cutting edge of music ministry and to be a relevant
ministry for today’s relevant church.

Billy responded, “We want to continue to grow in our music as the times change, yet still maintain the basics
that have brought us to this point. We want to put out music and ministry that is going to touch and impact
people.”

“We have a great work to do as a body,” said Billy. “It is our desire to be on the front lines, we want to help in
the revival and the awakening of this great nation for God.

Whether the opportunity presents itself to visit foreign countries, add new personnel, have stage lights, play

Christ into their lives. We will not be done with our calling until the nets are full.”
